· Ancient Greece (Ancient Greeks - Y5/6 Cycle 1)

	Interpretations of History
	
	· Begin to identify different ways to represent the past (e.g. photos, stories, adults talking about the past) (photos, BBC website)
	· Compare pictures or photographs of people or events in the past 
· Able to identify different ways to represent the past
	· Identify and give reasons for different ways in which the past is represented 
· Distinguish between different sources and evaluate their usefulness
· Look at representations of the period – museums, cartoons, etc.
	· Look at the evidence available 
· Begin to evaluate the usefulness of different sources
