In maths, we will be exploring: 
Place Value
Addition and subtraction
Multiplication and division 
Fractions 
English
Writing:
In English, we will be learning to write: a narrative story, a diary entry and a persuasive letter. 

Reading:
Children are expected to read every day at school and at home. In school, we will be reading a wide variety of age-related texts as a class and using the VIPERS approach. We also have s wide variety of age-related texts which are accessibly for children to read or access weekly in our library sessions.

Science 
In Science, we will be exploring and investigating Forces and Light. 
RE
In RE, we will be thinking about what helps Hindu people as they try to be good and how faith expressed in Islam. 
PSHE
In PSHE, we will be looking at relationships and valuing differences. 
Geography
In Geography, we will be developing our geographical skills through our magnificent mountains topic. 
History
In History, we will be developing our historical skills through our Shang Dynasty topic.

In Art and Design, we will be exploring 2D drawing to 3D making working towards a sculptural outcome or a graphic design outcome.

In PE, we will be focusing on developing skills in Dodgeball, tag rugby and dance. 
French
In French, children covered a variety of different vocabulary and grammatical skills.
