Maths 
In maths, we will be exploring: Place value, Addition and Subtraction, Multiplication and Division and Measurement, including area.

In Woodpecker’s, we also focus on rapid recall of times tables and division facts up to x12.

English
Writing:
In English, we will be learning to write: An Autumn poem, a narrative story focusing on the story Star in a Jar, a letter based on the book The Gardener and a traditional tale based on Aladdin and the Enchanted lamp.

Reading:
Children are expected to read every day at school and at home. In school, we will be reading a wide variety of age-related texts as a class and using the VIPERS approach. We also have a wide variety of age-related texts which are accessible for children to read or access in library sessions.

Our whole class text this term is 
Science 
In Science, we will be exploring Forces and Magnets and Animals including Humans. 
RE
In RE, we will be asking what kind of world did Jesus want? We will also be thinking about how festivals and family life show what matters to Jewish people.
PSHE
In PSHE, we will be looking at relationships and valuing differences.
Geography
In Geography, we will be developing our geographical skills through our topic of All around the world. This includes map reading skills and co-ordinates 
History
In History, we will be developing our historical skills through our topic of Crime and Punishment.
