Maths 
In maths, we will be exploring: Multiplication and Division, Length and perimeter, Fractions and Mass and capacity. In Woodpecker’s, we also focus on rapid recall of times tables and division facts up to x12.

English
Writing:
In English, we will be learning to write: 
· A newspaper report based on an event in the story The Wizard of Once
· A narrative story based on Stone Age Boy 
· A nature poem.

Reading:
Children are expected to read every day at school and at home. In school, we will be reading a wide variety of age-related texts as a class and using the VIPERS approach. We also have a wide variety of age-related texts which are accessible for children to read or access in library sessions.

Our whole class text this term is Stig of the Dump
Science 
In Science, we will be exploring light and Famous Scientists.
RE
In RE, we will be asking why some people think life is like a journey – How and why people mark the significant events in life?  
We will also be looking at why Christians call the day Jesus died ‘Good Friday’.
PSHE
In PSHE, we will be looking at how to keep safe and our rights and respect.
Geography
In Geography, we will be developing our geographical skills through our topic ‘Somewhere to Settle’. 
History
[bookmark: _GoBack]In History, we will be developing our historical skills through or topic Stone Age to Iron Age, with a focus to how life in Britain changed during this time.

Art and Design
