Maths 
In maths, we will be exploring: Place value, Addition and Subtraction, Multiplication and Division and Measurement – Area.
In Woodpecker’s, we also focus on rapid recall of times tables and division facts up to x12.

English
Writing:
In English, we will be learning to write: 
· Narrative based on ‘The incredible book eating boy.’ 
· Instructions based on ‘My strong mind’
· Narrative based on ‘Georges Marvellous Medicine’
· Non-fiction Biography based on Nikola Tesla

Reading:
Children are expected to read every day at school and at home. In school, we will be reading a wide variety of age-related texts as a class and using the VIPERS approach. We also have a wide variety of age-related texts which are accessible for children to read or access in library sessions.

Our whole class text this term is The Ancient Egyptian Sleepover by Stephen Davies
Science 
[bookmark: _GoBack]In Science, we will be exploring sound, how sounds are made, how we hear them and how different pitches are made. We will also be learning about States of Matter, thinking about solids, liquids and gases, how we can group them and if/how we can change a materials state.
RE
In RE, we will be asking what is the Trinity and why it is important to Christians. We will also be asking what the impact of the Pentecost was for Christians.
PSHE
In PSHE, we will be looking at relationships and valuing differences.
Geography
In Geography, we will be developing our geographical skills through our topic of Rainforests. 
History
In History, we will be developing our historical skills through our topic of Egyptians.
