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In Hedgehog Class, we follow a blended approach to learning that combines continuous provision (CP) with directed teaching. Each day, children receive focused teacher-led sessions in Phonics, English, and Maths, ensuring a strong foundation in core subjects. During the afternoons, children engage in continuous provision, where they are free to explore and learn using carefully selected resources and activities. Alongside this, they are encouraged to complete curriculum-linked challenges designed to extend and deepen their understanding.
This approach offers a range of benefits, including:
· Fostering a love of learning

· Developing vocabulary and oracy skills

· Encouraging independence

· Inspiring creativity
Reading in Hedgehog Class
Reading is a key part of daily learning, both at school and at home. We encourage children to read every day, helping to build confidence, fluency, and a love for books. At school, children have access to a wide range of age-appropriate texts - whether reading as a class, exploring our book corner, or enjoying regular sessions in the school library. Across the school, we use the VIPERS approach to teach essential reading comprehension skills (more information can be found on the school website). These skills help children understand and engage more deeply with texts:
· Vocabulary

· Inference

· Prediction

· Explanation

· Retrieval

· Sequence (KS1) / Summarise (KS2)
By developing these key skills, children become more confident readers who can enjoy, discuss, and respond thoughtfully to a wide variety of texts.
