Maths 
In maths, we will be exploring: Multiplication and Division, Length and Perimeter, Fractions and Mass and Capacity
In Woodpecker’s, we also focus on rapid recall of times tables and division facts up to x12.

English
Writing:
In English, we will be learning to write: 
· Diary writing based on ‘The Journal of Iliona’ 
· Narrative - Traditional tales with a twist based on ‘The True Story of Three Little Pigs’
· Non-Chronological Report - Earthquakes

Reading:
Children are expected to read every day at school and at home. In school, we will be reading a wide variety of age-related texts as a class and using the VIPERS approach. We also have a wide variety of age-related texts which are accessible for children to read or access in library sessions.

Our whole class text this term is The Girl who became a Fish by Polly Ho-Yen.
Science 
In Science, we will be exploring electricity: saying if something is mains or battery powered, building simple circuits, looking at complete and incomplete circuits and  exploring insulators and conductors.
We will also be exploring Rocks: examining and comparing different rocks, looking at the difference between natural and man-made rocks, exploring fossils and understanding the fossilisation process and how soil is formed.
RE
In RE, we will be exploring how faith is shown in Sikh communities. We will also be looking at the deeper meaning of festivals (Both religious and non-religious)
PSHE
In PSHE, we will be looking keeping safe and rights and respect.
Geography
In Geography, we will be developing our geographical skills through our topic of Extreme Earth. 
History
In History, we will be developing our historical skills through our topic of the Romans.

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Art and Design
In Art and Design, we will be exploring tone, texture and proportion.
Design and Technology
In Design and Technology, we will be exploring electrical systems and designing an electrical poster.
PE
In PE, we will be focusing on key skills required for Tennis and Handball. 
French
In French, we will be improving our oral and vocabulary skills. 
Music 
In Music, we will be exploring different musical styles through listening, singing, playing and composing. We will also be creating music with YuStudio’s Dragon beats project
Computing
In computing, we will be learning about effective searching. We will also be extending our learning of coding.
Forest school
Forest School is a child-centred inspirational learning process that offers opportunities for holistic growth and hands-on experiences in the natural environment. It’s creative and can increase a child’s confidence as they problem-solve and learn to manage risks.
