You can support your child at home by asking them a variety of questions about what they have read. There is further information on the school website including example questions.


Maths 
In maths, we will be exploring: 
Fractions, Time, Decimals, Money, Shape, Position and direction and Statistics.
In Woodpecker’s, we also focus on rapid recall of times tables and division facts up to x12.

English
Writing:
In English, we will be learning to write: 
· Non-Chronological Report – Earthquakes
· Poetry – Based on ‘The Sound Collector’ by Rodger McGough
· Adventure Narrative based on ‘The Secret of Black Rock’ by Joe Todd-Stanton
· Non-fiction Biography – Based on Nikola Tesla

Reading:
Children are expected to read every day at school and at home. In school, we will be reading a wide variety of age-related texts as a class and using the VIPERS approach. We also have a wide variety of age-related texts which are accessible for children to read or access in library sessions.

Our whole class text this term is The Girl who became a Fish by Polly Ho-Yen followed by Anglo Saxon Boy by Tony Bradman
Science 
In Science, we will be extending our scientific learning by exploring Animals including Humans, looking at different types of teeth and their functions, what can cause tooth decay, the digestive system organs and their functions and food chains.
RE
In RE, we will be exploring what the impact of the Pentecost was for Christians. 
We will also be thinking about how and why some people try to make the world a better place – Looking at Christians, Muslims, Sikhs and non-religious people
PSHE
In PSHE, we will be looking at ‘Being my best’ and ‘Growing and Changing’.
Geography
In Geography, we will be developing our geographical skills through our topic of The United Kingdom 
History
In History, we will be developing our historical skills through our topic of the Anglo-Saxons and Scots.
